Please see attached file ‘Scratch computing project’ for seven weeks worth of computing lesson plans. You should be on Week 4. 

	Thursday
	Art 
· This week we are going to finish our own ‘The Great Wave of Kanagawa’ painting/drawing. 
· You should have already drawn and painted the wave. If not, look back at the attached document, ‘Drawing the wave.’ 

· On a separate piece of paper, canvas or cardboard we are going to create the background of our own ‘The Great wave of Kanagawa.’ 

· Using watercolour, acrylic paints, pencils or crayons, blend streaks of red, orange and yellow to create the background. If you need help with blending, there is a great technique you can use: apply water and blend with a paint brush using different strokes. Use a dry paint brush or tissue paper to blend, or use your fingers. 
· Once the background is dry, return to the wave. Cut around the wave and little mountain carefully. 

· Stick the wave onto the background. If you need some help look at the attached document, ‘example of background and wave.’

· Remember this is your artwork so make it unique. 
· Refer back to Hokusai’s original artwork to help you.

· *C: write your name in Japanese to the left or right hand side of the artwork.

	Forest school activities 
Week 3 – clay parrots.
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This week we are going to make a clay parrot to go with our pirate ship. 

The first step is to find a stick for the parrot to sit on.
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If you are at home and don’t have any clay, then your challenge is slightly different. Using leaves, sticks, stones and anything else you can find outside, can you make a parrot? 
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As ever, if you can take a picture to share your work then that would be great.


Using two thirds of your clay, make a body shape like this.





Next, either pinch out a beak shape or add extra clay for the beak. If you add extra clay, make sure you smooth it in or it will fall off when the clay dries. Sit the body on the stick ensuring it is bedded in well.


This is not a parrot beak. Take a look at the final picture to make sure you get the shape right.








Make some wings in whatever shape you want. Make sure they are big enough to cover the sides of the body. The bird in these pictures only has a small tail feather and parrots have long tail feathers. Can you make a longer tail shape? It could be one large shape or several smaller feather shapes.





Using a pencil, stick or anything else you can find outside, decorate the tail and wings to look like feathers. This picture gives you some ideas but you can do whatever you like. See what patterns pinecones etc will make in the clay.





Finally add your wings to the sides and the tail to the back. To help them stick better, draw cross hatches on the back of the piece being attached and the site it is being attached to. Adding some water to both sites will also help them to stick better.


Don’t forget to add some eyes to your finished piece. Remember this picture is not a parrot so yours should have a nice long tail and a different shaped beak!





Once your clay is dry you could paint it brightly like this.
